· The Department of Military and Veterans Affairs (DMVA) administers the fund which assists and supports the nearly 700,000 Pennsylvania veterans and their families, the 4th largest veteran population in the nation.

· The VTF provides competitive grants to charitable organizations, veterans service organizations and county directors of veterans’ affairs to assist with veteran challenges including homelessness, transportation, and mental health challenges.

· The VTF offers direct monetary assistance through the Veterans Temporary Assistance (VTA) program, which awards veterans in desperate need a once-a-year grant up to $1,600 after completing an application and vetting process.
